Introduction
Explain the intent of the BOF. A BOF is an informal discussion group of people interested in a particular issue/topic - 80% interaction, 20% facilitation. 
Audience

Plan of Action
Explain how you intend to run the session. The BOF is meant to be a discussion forum - interactivity is key. For example:
10 minutes: The first ten minutes will serve as an introduction to the session. First, the facilitators will introduce themselves and explain unique circumstances that qualify them to facilitate the session. 
20 minutes: Audience members will break up into small groups. This will enable participants to communicate and discuss. The groups will be given some instructions.
20 minutes: The moderators lead discussions.
10 minutes: The moderators will open the floor for an open discussion.
You can easily expect 300 + attendees. Can your session scale? Please let us know how you anticipate scaling if 300+ attendees participate. 
Outcomes/Conclusions
What do you expect to accomplish? What are the takeaways for the attendees?

Participation Statement 
A statement that all participants have made a commitment to attend the conference if accepted.
Biography
A brief description of the facilitators’ backgrounds, including expertise related to the topic and views of the issues. Make sure the Bios are not generic, but give the reviewers a chance to understand why the submitter(s) would deliver an excellent presentation.

References/Bibliograpghy
Important for reviewers to distinguish a good idea from work that has been tried and tested.
